The unit is designed to protect your assets, decide what needs protecting.

Getting started
Connect battery connector to open terminal of battery (the system will not work correctly if this connector is not in place), and immediately check the LED on the lid of the box. It must be green. If not green press the White button on the remote. When system is not in operation (i.e. when moving house, or on a journey to where you will use the system for security – holiday home, caravan etc) remove one battery connector. This ensures that the battery does not discharge.
Customizing the Xytron Security System.

The switches allow you to create a security environment of your own choosing.
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Switch 5 OFF: The + Trigger then becomes an ARM / DIS-ARM INPUT. When a Positive voltage is supplied to this input then the system will arm. Removing the voltage will dis arm it.

Switch 5 ON: The + Trigger then becomes an extra zone input for external detectors.

Switch 6 OFF: Panic Enabled.

Switch 6 OFF: REMOTE Panic Disabled
Close the front cover of the system; ensuring nozzle is not blocked by the lid.

Plug unit to mains with power lead and transformer provided. The system relies upon permanent power to trickle charge the battery. The battery should have an average life span of two years should the power be permanent. Please note that in the event of the battery being drained totally flat then the battery should be replaced as it would have been damaged and will not give sufficient stand by power

The System:

The system has the ability to be used as a Pepper Spray System, Panic or a conventional Siren alarm. 
The four-button remote is a code-hopping transmitter learned to the purchased security unit. This is an extra security feature employed to ensure that the system can only be armed / disarmed by the purchaser. Should you require extra or replacement spray, remotes or batteries in the future, ring 0126573500
Operating the system is simple provided that the following steps are followed:

a) After plugging in and switching on at the mains – the LED on the top of the detector will remain Green.

b) To Arm the system for Siren ALARM (Siren only) depress the Blue button on the remote, the system will chirp Once. The LED will turn Red and remain Red. When the detector is triggered then the siren only will sound for 30 seconds then reset. The system will still be armed. 

c) To Disarm the alarm, depress the White button once. The system will chirp Twice and the LED will turn to Green.

d) To arm the system for Pepper Spray (recommend this is only performed when leaving the premises vacant), depress the Green button Once. The system will chirp Once and the LED will change from Green to Red and start a 30 second Audible Exit delay before becoming Active and cause the LED to flash Red and Green. 

e) To Disarm the system, depress the White button on the remote Once only. There will be Two chirps and the LED will turn Green.

f) 24Hr PANIC. By depressing the Red button on the remote whilst the system is in the armed or disarmed state will cause the Siren to sound for 30 seconds (no spray). Depressing the Red button again whilst the Panic alarm is sounding will cause the unit to Spray according to the switch settings. To reset the Panic alarm, depress the White button on the remote. The LED will turn Green and the siren will stop.
Lights,  Bells,  Whistles and Buttons 
LED STATUS INDICATION:                              
In the Disarmed State the LED will be GREEN.

In the Siren Armed State the LED will be RED.

In the PEPPER SPRAY Mode the LED will be FLASHING RED AND GREEN.
In the Disarmed state the Status led flashing indicates the amount of activations.
In the Memory mode: Green indicates the onboard detector.
                                   Red indicates the external detectors.
                                   Green/Red indicates the Panic alarm.
Should the alarm / spray have activated in your absence. When you return and de-activate the system with the White button on the remote you will hear two chirps. The LED on the system will indicate weather the system has been activated by flashing either Green or Red or Red/Green.

The LED will start with the amount of activations in Green then Red then fast Red/Green. By counting the amount of Green, Red and Green/RED flashes you will be able to ascertain the amount of activations there were and then work out how many sprays you have left.
Temporary clearing the memory: 
After disarming the system and seeing the led flashing you may clear the memory flashes by pressing the White button and holding it for 3 seconds. You will hear the system respond and then the status LED will remain permanently on Green. It is not a problem should you not reset the memory as you will still be able to arm the system again. 
Permanently clearing the memory:
This should only be done when the Gas canister is to be replaced. Power down the system. Push dipswitch 1,5 and 6 UP/ON. Press button 2. Reapply the power while pressing Button 2 till you hear the SECOND beep. Remove the power then reset the switches to their original settings. Reapply the power and close the system. The LED will show constantly. The memory is now cleared. 
In case of power failure:
The LED behind the system will go out and you will hear a double beep every two minutes until power is restored.

Should the power have been disconnected (power failure, etc.), whilst the system was armed in the spray mode and the battery run down, it will power up in the state it was in when it stopped working.

Remote controls

The two code hopping remote transmitters are factory set to the purchased system. Should a remote transmitter be lost or stolen it is possible to delete the remotes and then re learn them to the system so that the missing remote will not work on the system. Remote transmitters of the same type are available from CPSS. 

To remove or add the remotes from the system, follow these instructions:

Button B1 next to the bank of 6 switches above the battery is used to delete or learn the remotes.
To delete all remotes:

Press B1 and hold it down – you will hear the buzzer beep rapidly till it stops and then one long beep. When the buzzer stops sounding you may leave B1. All remotes will now be cleared.

To re-learn all the remotes again: 
Press B1, you will hear one chirp – you are now in learn mode. Press the White button on the first remote. You will hear two beeps from the system. Repeat by pressing the White button on the next remote and repeat till the last remote has been learned. Press B1 again to exit learn mode. You will hear a long buzz from the buzzer.
Notes                          

Should you need to change the canister of OC spray – remove front cover, ensure the steel arm is pushed up and pull the canister towards you from the top. To insert, ensure the steel arm is pushed up and first place the top of canister in to the cavity and then push upwards then push into the base. 

Notes for systems without remote transmitters (usually an installed system):

1. Ignore instructions regarding code-hopping transmitters.

2. Your system will be switched on and off via your chosen means: Key Pad, Key Switch, Existing alarm, SMS COMMUNICATOR etc.

3. You will have the panic facility by installing wired panic buttons and wiring them up to the system.

4. If you have elected for an LED display box for system status, this will indicate whether a device is armed or not or has been activated. 

Notes on battery

The Xytron Security Unit is a battery-operated system, and relies upon permanent mains input to trickle charge the battery. In the event of a power cut or failure, the battery will give around 20 hours of usable life, during which, if power is restored the trickle charge will restore the battery life. The battery will decay and go flat if power is removed without removing one battery terminal (installation instruction 3 above). The battery is therefore excluded from the 12-month warranty, but is a replaceable item. This item should be replaced at least every two years. The battery should be tested once every six months.
Notes on actuator:

Should the system be used for demonstration or testing purposes, it is recommended that the time for spray is set for two (2) seconds only, and that a five-minute interval is left between demonstrations as the actuator heats very quickly. 

Warranty:

The Xytron Security System has a twelve-month warranty from date of purchase (excluding the rechargeable lead-acid battery, which will go flat if the system is used without power or left uncharged in the box for long periods of time).

It is recommended that the Detector manual be consulted should the system be used in rooms where pets have access.
The aerosol contains 100ml of Pepper Fog, which will last for approximately 15 seconds of spray time. The switch settings that determine the length of spray-time depend on the volume of the room to be purged. A 1-second spray will fog sufficient volume only to make the intruder leave the premises, not to incapacitate.

Aerosols containing demonstration spray has been supplied with your system. This demonstration spray provides a harmless method of determining the effective area of contamination should the real pepper fog be activated. The demonstration aerosol also provides the purchaser with a safe method for periodic testing of the Xytron Security System.
Testing:
Please test the system regularly, at least once a month not less than once every six months.

The best way to test the system is to disconnect the mains and set and trigger the system on the battery only. Should the siren sound change much between the system spraying and the spray resetting then this could be an indication that the battery is not at its best. Should its sound not change much then the battery is in good condition.

It is recommended that a test is performed after severe lightning storms.
